Rules and regulations in accordance with the ASHS Ltd Handbook.  

A Challenge event consists of a minimum of 3 separate events and a maximum of 8 (type of events to be determined by 

the organizing committee eg: hack, working, reining, time trial, barrel race, key hole, ridden pattern, utility pattern, nov-

elty, dressage etc)  

Juniors = Juniors are youths that may compete until they turn 18yrs of age. At which time they will no longer be eligible 

to compete as a junior.  

Encourage = A horse or rider that has not won a challenge event at any show, open event or similar equine event.  

Open= Experienced competitors and horses.  

* All competitors competing for High Points or Youth ASHS trophies must be financial members of the ASHS or the imme-

diate family member of a financial ASHS member.  

* Youth competitors may compete as such time as they turn 18 years of age.  

* Youth competing for High Points or High Point Trophies can only do so on a registered Australian Stock Horse.
